stumbling investors the opportunity
to move on and recover, along with
a decision to limit provisional seizure
imposed by administrative authorities
(Customs, Income Tax Departments and
Social Security Organization) regarding
the value of claims due to those
authorities, and issuance of another
decision as not to impose seizure on
partners and signatories in the limited
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importance of supporting and encouraging the private sector,
especially that the Iraqi government is keen on providing
investment opportunities in various parts of the country and
proceeding to reconstruct the liberated areas in Iraq, clarifying
that this would provide work opportunities for the unemployed
and contribute to realizing stability and urban development.
His Excellency pointed out that the Embassy will work in
cooperation with members of the Iragi community in the
Kingdom including Iraqi businessmen, intellectuals and
academics, in such a way that serves the interests of Iraq
and members of the community in Jordan and contribute to
strengthening bilateral relations with Jordan.

“COVID-19 Pandemic: It’s Psychological, Social,
Economic & Political Effects”

IBC President Dr. Majid ALSadi participated in the electronic
Workshop held by Al-Furatein Studies & Research Centre in
partnership with the Elites & National Competencies for Reform,
and Al-Naba Foundation for Culture and Information via ZOOM
Application, which extended over three days from June 1st —
3rd 2020 titted “COVID-19 Pandemic: It's Psychological, Social,
Economic & Political Effects”. The workshop was divided into three
topics distributed over its three days. Dr. AISadi started the session
with introductions giving brief presentation on the social impact of the
closure and the resulting economic impact on the local and global
levels. With the help of some international experiences, Dr. ALSadi
pointed out the economic risks related to many economic domestic
and intemational systems and the financial implications that may lead
to exposure of currencies that stand today at the forefront of financial
exchange rate.

addressing COVID-19 pandemic without exposing the private sector
to risks.

President of the Iraqi Business Council Dr. Majid AlSadi participated
on Wednesday July 15th 2020 in the electronic scientific symposium
titled the “Economic Dilemma in Iraq and the Strategies of Solutions”
via ZOOM application. The symposium was held under patronage
of the Head of Qadissiya University Dr. Kadim Jabir Al-Jubouri,
in cooperation with the Universities of Baghdad, Tikrit, Wasit and
Hamdaniay and the Iragi Business Council.

The discussions were guided by Dr. Abdul Kareem Jabir Sheljar /
Professor of Economics at Qadissiya University. During the session
Dr. AlSadi talked about the origin of the economic dilemma in Iraq,
which lies in the absence of a clear economic policy and the revenue-
generating economy as well as the absence of investment projects,
and therefore the strategic solutions to the Iragi economy must
address the origin of the economic dilemma in Irag. Accordingly,
Dr. AlSadi elaborated on his strategic solutions to the Iragi economy,

which were entirely; restructuring the economic system in Iraq,
reinforcing the Iragi currency and the rate of exchange, facilitating
procedures relating to investment projects and protecting the
investor, using and profiting from other natural resources to support
the national income. Noting that Dr. AlSadi’'s session was included
in the electronic workshop that was held over three days from 14th
to 16th July 2020 and was divided into three themes; the first theme
was titled “the Compound Crisis” by Dr. Hussein Latif, the second
theme “the Economic Dilemma in Iraq and Strategies of Solutions”,
about which Dr. AlSadi talked, while the third theme was titled “the
Strategies of Reform in the Iraqgi Political Mind”. The electronic
workshop was characterized by its strategic nature, as it did not stop
by the immediate solutions, but rather proceeded beyond to strategic
solutions.
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Panel Discussion Titled
“Future Borders of Turkey After 2023 & the
Expiration of Lausanne Treaty,
How Will the Map of Iraq, Turkey & Syria Be”

IBC Vice President and Secretary-General Mr. Saad Naji participated
in a discussion session organized by the Iraqi — European Centre for
Development, a non-governmental organization based in Belgium,
titled “Turkey’s Future Borders After 2023 & Expiration of the Validity
of Lausanne Treaty, How Will Iraq, Turkey & Syria’s Map Be”.

During the discussion, Mr. Naji participated in the discussion by raising
several points mainly; “l do not think that after a hundred years since
the end of Lausanne Treaty anything would change on the ground
in Iraq. After the First World War (WW 1), Austria, Germany and
several empires signed treaties to return the lands they had occupied
throughout history, Lausanne Treaty was one of them. Would
these treaties be reviewed? In reality this cannot happen. Before
Lausanne there was the Sykes-Picot Treaty in 1916, which divided
the Middle East according to the occupation approach, was based on
nationalism, language and the geopolitical history for groups of people
coexisting on the same land. Those who orchestrated Lausanne
Treaty were inspired by the same idea, which lead to establishing
and strengthening the national movements in the Middle East and
Europe. | think if Erdogan had any hope that by the expiration of

Lausanne Treaty and the restoration of the empire with all its states to
Turkey, he wouldn't have intervened in Syria, northem Iraq and Libya,
and maintained military troops in Qatar. The issue relates to a secular
state whose leader turmed it into an Islamic one, with ambitions to
revive its bygone empire, nothing more or less than that.”

Mr. Ethil Al-Nujaifi asks; “Most of the points you mentioned had a
clear Turkish interest.. that is they have common interests for both
countries.. for example secession. Turkey would do everything
to prevent the separation of the Kurdistan region from Irag.. as for
the borders.. it is not in Turkey’s interest to include troubled lands
within its borders.. water.. it is possible to talk about joint agricultural
investments that guarantee common interests as to the the flow of
water.” Mr. Saad Naji; “it is very true, but Erdogan the pragmatist
is trying hard to bypass the strategies of the state that Ataturk had
built on strong secular foundations, in which religion and secularism
coexist harmoniously to reach a successful economic path and
humane coexistence.”

lead by ENI Company of Italy. The second project is the “Nebras” project,
which is an 8.5 billion Dollars petrochemicals manufacturing project in
which Iraq owns a share of 51%, that will have govermment support to
purchase the product.

In response to the call of the Humanitarian Campaign launched by the IBC Humanitarian Committee to settle school premiums
of preliminary stages studies (primary and secondary) for students of Vulnerable Iraqi families studying in schools of the
Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan, the IBC contributed to settle the tuition fees for 40 Iragi students in Abu-Obaida School for
boys and tuition fees for 40 Iraqi students in Al-Zubaidiya School for girls (both schools in Al-Hashimi Al-Shimali).

Architectural Award for 2019 for the fourth year in a row which
was founded on 2012 by architect Ahmad Al-Mallak in the
United Kingdom that aims at supporting young architects and
inspiring design initiatives.

During the ceremony, IBC President Dr. Majid AlSadi was
honored with “Tamayouz” Honorary Award for the “Life
Changing” Program which was founded by Dr. AlSadi to
support the youth and promote cultural exchange among
them. Dr. Sadi affirmed that “Tamayouz” Award aims at
supporting the young Iraqi architect and advance the level of
performance by adopting the standards of the most solemn
international universities. IBC Vice President and Secretary
General Mr. Saad Naiji presented the “Muhammad Makiya
Award for the Architectural Personality of the Year” to the
World Monuments Fund.
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This year’s “Tamayouz” Award included seven categories,
namely: “Tamayouz” Award for Iragi Students’ Graduation
Projects, the International “Tamayouz” Award, “Tamayouz”
Award in Architecture for Women, the Lifetime Achievement
Award, the Architectural Personality of the Year Award, Rifat
Chaderji Architecture Award and Diwan Architectural Award.
The ceremony was attended by IBC President and Board
members, as well as the Ambassador of the Republic of Iraq
to Jordan Mr. Haider Al-Athari, the Charge d’'Affairs to the
Saudi Embassy to Jordan Advisor Muhammad Al-Atig and the
Egyptian Ambassador to Jordan Mr. Sharif Kamil, in addition
to a number of representatives of several diplomatic missions
in Jordan. The ceremony was also attended by a number
of Iraqgi, Jordanian and foreign architectural and academic
personalities, Deans and Heads of Architecture Departments
in lraqi, Jordanian, British and International universities,
in addition to the world largest Consultation Firms. It is
noteworthy that this year’s ceremony held in Jordan received
more than 160 academic personalities, students and
specialized architects who came specially to attend this event
from nearly 130 countries.
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At the invitation of the President and Chief Executive Officer
of the Unite Nations Global Compact Ms. Liz Kingo, IBC
Deputy Chairman and Secretary General Mr. Saad Naiji and
IBC Director General participated on Monday and Tuesday
June 15th and 16th 2020 in the virtual Summit of the leaders
of the Global Compact which was held by the United Nations
on the occasion of the 20th anniversary of the United Nations
declaration of the principles of the Global Compact. A
number of world leaders participated in the virtual Summit
including the German Chancellor Angela Merkel, the United
Nations Secretary-General Mr. Antonio Guterres, dozens of
senior executives and heads of United nations Agencies in
the world, in addition to the President and Chief Executive
Officer of the United Nations Global Compact Mrs. Liz Kingo.
The Summit addressed response of the private sector around
the world to three unprecedented global crises; health,
inequality and climate change, whereas international, regional
and local sessions were held in the virtual Summit over 26
hours of continuous virtual programming. The Summit was
the largest, most comprehensive and sustainable United
Nations meeting for business leaders where over twenty
thousand business and sustainable development leaders
from over 180 countries participated under the title “Better
Recovery, Stronger Recovery and Recover Together”. The
importance of cooperation and partnerships between the
public and private sectors to achieve goals of sustainable
development was also highlighted.

The Summit aimed at enhancing awareness of the public
sector in the global impacts imposed by the outbreak
COVID-19 pandemic, and discussed how the public sector
responded and interacted to contain the repercussions of this
pandemic and ensure the continuity of its functioning. During
the Summit, the United Nations Global Compact launched
business standards, which included an initial set of business

standards for best practices to measure whether corporate
activities aim at the necessary level of aspiration to achieve the
goals of sustainable development (SDGS). This declaration
comes within the framework of “Aspiration of Sustainable
Development Goals” Initiative, which aim at enabling the
world leading companies to integrate the goals of sustainable
development into the core business management.

During the Summit, Ms. Liz Kingo, President and Chief
Executive Officer of the United Nations Global Compact,
stressed that the United Nations Global Compactis aninvitation
for companies to align their strategies and operations with ten
global principles relating to human rights, work, environment,
countering corruption, taking actions that promote societal
goals and implement goals of sustainable development
(SDGS) through involving thousands of companies of various
sizes and sectors all over the world, which work to mobilize a
truly global movement of responsible institutions that integrate
sustainability into their core strategies and operations, not
only for the benefit of their communities, but also for their own
benefit.
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Among the activities of the Youth Committee (Future
Leaders) and the Social Responsibility Committee and in
cooperation with (Living Light International Organization),
IBC launched “Code it Forward” Program, which is prepared
and coordinated by Living Light International Organization.
The Program aims at teaching programming to Iraqi refugee
adolescents and youth in Jordan to create a generation of
youth capable of keeping pace with the modern and rapidly
developing software and computers era, help them build their
capabilities and provide them with basic skills that will assist
them find suitable work opportunities in the labor market and
economically empower them on the long term.

With the support of the Iraqi Business Council, ten computers
were distributed on Thursday August 6th 2020 on ten trainees
of the first phase of the Program, which started on Saturday
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August 8th 2020, noting that the number of the targeted
students on this Program is (40) Iraqi refugee secondary-level
students in Jordan. The activity was attended by IBC Vice
President and Secretary General Mr. Saad Naji and members
of Living Light Internaitonal Organization; Ms. Saba Al-Issa
and Ms. Raneem Ersheed. The duration of first phase of the
course will be one month and IBC will organize a ceremony to
distribute graduation certificates to the participating students.

As part of its (Ibdaa) Cultural Program, IBC hosted on Monday
October 12th 2020 the Iragi Minister of Culture, Tourism &
Antiquities Dr. Hassan Nadhim via ZOOM Application to
discuss the Ministry’s cultural projects and the available
investment opportunities. At the beginning of the session,
IBC President Dr. Majid AlSadi welcomed the Minister and
the participants, lauding the Iraqi Ministry of Culture, Tourism

respect. Dr. AlSadi also gave an overview on a number of
achievements realized by the Council on all levels including
IBC (Ibdaa) Cultural Program.

Therefore, October 3rd
was chosen to be Iraq’s National Day, which is the day when
Iraq joined the League of Nations, the day the British Mandate
on Iraq ended and the day when Iraq became a country
enjoying full sovereignty and international recognition.

The Minister further added that the Ministry was successful
in separating the Holiday Law from the National Day Law to
facilitate passing it, referring to the Ministry’s efforts to choose
a non-controversial day to be a date for Irag’s National
Day agreed upon be everyone and is not subject to any

calculations. He pointed out Irag’s National Anthem Project is
still in the stage of discussion and there are two options in this
regard; either choosing a text for a well-known Iraqi poet or
composing a new text subject to a specific technical criteria.

The Iragi Minister also answered a point raised by IBC
President Dr. AlSadi on finding ways to encourage and
regulate the tourism sector in Iraq, especially that the tourism
revenue to the Iraqgi National Production is almost meager,
indicating that there are tendencies to work on changing the
current situation and revitalizing tourism in Iraq despite the
consequences of the COVID-19 Pandemic crisis.
