During a meeting held between members of the Iraqi Business Council (IBC) in
Jordan, and the Prime Minister of the Republic of Georgia Mr. Nikoloz Gilauri
and the Georgian ambassador to the Kingdom Mr. Zurab Erstavi, the Georgian
Government responded to the IBC request of canceling visas for all Iraqi
citizens, and grant them the permission to reside in Georgia for one year
subjected to renewal as an exception from the residency law.

The Georgian Government expressed its hope that the decision will contrib-
ute to facilitating trade exchange between the two countries, attracting Iraqi
investors, and reviving the tourism sector in Georgia.

From its part, the IBC considered this as a positive move that will surly reflects
on developing relations between the two countries. In addition it will have a
significant effect on attracting Iraqgi investors and tourists, consequently,
leading to the promotion of economic collaboration between the two
countries. Also, it has been assigned to the Iragi Business Council to nominate
one of its members to hold the post of Honorary Consul of the Republic of
Georgia in Iraqg.
